“Another flat tyre” taken by Jenny Perks was also commended as it depicts the vagaries of farming and had 
good composition, good lighting and good subject. 
 
Mr MacKenzie said the quality of the photographs was good but there could have been more.   
 
“I can appreciate the fact that worrying about taking pictures when one is busy is distracting but they are 
good to look back on and perhaps have a good laugh when at the time it was not so funny”, said Mr 
MacKenzie.
